A rush
went through my body when they called our number.
Flamethrower, a beautiful chestnut with four white socks,
and | had accomplished what we had set out to do. It was
a special day in Albuquerque, New Mexico. We had just
won the third leg of the Triple Crown.

Guess who was at the out gate ...still.
